Our school is perfectly suited to equip u-
ban students from low-income communities as we are affordable (we are a quarter of the cost of campus based seminaries),
emphasize practical learning (so our students stay in their neighbourhoods & serve Jesus there) & prioritize character & lead-
ership development (all of our students are personally mentored by a Christian leader) while learning solid theology. Help us
keep our low tuition fees even lower while also helping our faculty stay on the cutting edge of urban ministry & theological
training through our “Adopt A Student” program.
